past tense

when -ed is added to the end of a verb

author’s perspective

point of view

sultan

a ruler of some Muslim countries

cogs

the teeth on the wheels that turn machinery
baby buggy

a four-wheeled baby carriage that is pushed

calculations

answers or predictions figured out mathematically

narrative nonfiction

a story or account about actual persons, living things, situations, or events

aphorisms

a short and clever saying that expresses something generally accepted as true

simile

a comparison using the words like or as
metaphor

a direct comparison

fact

something that can be proven true

opinion

thought or feeling about something

narrative poem

tells a story; sometimes with rhyming patterns, sometimes not

repetition

a word or phrase is repeated throughout a poem

personification

literary device in which human characteristics are given to an animal, thing, or idea
