steamboat

a boat powered by a steam engine that turns a large paddle wheel

stagecoach

an enclosed wagon pulled by horses

surplus

an amount that is more than what is needed

industry

all the businesses that make one kind of product or provide one kind of service

textile

cloth

civil war

a war between two groups in the same country

slavery

the practice of treating people as property

slave state

a state that allowed slavery before the 
Civil War

free state

a state that did not allow slavery before the Civil War

abolitionist

a person who wanted slavery to be outlawed

secede

to leave the Union

border state

during the Civil War, a state that allowed slavery but did not secede from the Union

neutral

not taking a side in a disagreement

sharecropping

a form of payment in which landowners paid workers in shares of crops

locomotive

a railroad engine

manufacturing

the making of goods from raw materials by hand or by machinery

centennial

an event that celebrates 100 years

civilian

a person who is not in the military

bond

a loan to the United States government that the government promises to pay back

suffrage

the right to vote in local, state, and national elections

entrepreneur

a person who sets up and runs a business

depression

a time of little economic growth when there are few jobs and people have little money

unemployment

the number of workers without jobs

shortage

a lack of something

economy

the way people of a state, region, or country use resources to meet their needs

rural

like or having to do with a place away from a city

urban

of or like a city

suburb

a town or small city near a large city

metropolitan area

a city together with its suburbs

civil rights

the rights of citizens to equal treatment

segregation

the practice of keeping people of one race away from people of another race
